This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice nr. 7073-GPN-45094 for
this project which was issued in Procurement Opportunities on the EBRD’s web-site on
November 25, 2013.

The Ministry of Transport and Road Infrastructure represented by the State Road
Administration, hereinafter referred to as “the Employer”, intends using part of the proceeds
of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) towards
the cost of the Rehabilitation of R14 Balti-Sarateni Road, km 26+600 - km 38+300, km
43+000 to km 61+000 and km 64+370-km 66+657.

The Employer now invites sealed tenders from contractors for the following contract to be
funded from part of the proceeds of the loan:

e “Rehabilitation of R14 Balti-Sarateni Road,
Lot 1: RSP/W6/01: km 26+600 - km 38+300.
Lot 2: RSP/W6/02: km 43+000 to km 61+000 and
km 64+370-km 66+657

Republican Road R14: Balti to Sarateni connects the city of Balti with the M2 Chisinau —
Soroca road via Singerei. It forms part of two primary routes between Chisinau and Balti, the
two largest cities in Moldova, and also provided significant regional and local connections.

The works is divided into two lots which are to be performed concurrently and comprise:

Lot 1: Starting at km 26+600, at the western access road to Singerei, and continuing as
the Singerei Bypass to km 38+300, at the eastern access to Singerei and the R18
to Floresti.

The principal element of the Works comprises the overlaying of the existing
asphalt pavement and providing a third lane of carriageway along the whole
length. Structural works include remedial works to a total of 4 bridges. Remedial
works to combat landslides are also envisaged comprising the construction of a



slide retaining structure. Commencement of works is planned to be in September
2014 and time for completion is 24 months.

The main works will consist of:

= Rehabilitation of 4 bridges;

= Some 183.073 m® of earthworks;

= Some 159.708 m? Binder course of asphalt concrete M I, thickness 60 — 80
mm;

=  Some 159.708 m® Wearing course of asphalt concrete, thickness 40 mm.

Lot 2: Starting after Copaceni village at km 43+000 and extending to the M2 Chisinau -
Soroca road junction at km 66+657, but excluding the short section from km
61+000 to km 64+370.

The principal element of the Works comprises the overlaying of the existing
asphalt pavement and providing a third lane of carriageway along the whole
length. Structural works comprise remedial works to a total of 7 bridges.
Bridgeworks include replacement of bridge decks, new collar beams and
additional piles, embankment protection, waterproofing and expansion joints to
bridge decks, new pavement and guardrails. Commencement of works is planned
to be in September 2014 and time for completion is 24 months.

The main works will consist of:

Rehabilitation of 7 bridges;

Some 282.810 m* of earthworks;

Some 124.670 m? Binder course of asphalt concrete M I1, thickness 60 mm;
Some 293.605 m? Wearing course of asphalt concrete, thickness 40 mm.

All eligible firms and joint ventures are invited to submit a tender.

Tenderers may submit tenders for one or both lots. Each lot must be priced separately.
Tenderers wishing to offer any price reduction for the award of more than one lot shall
specify in their Tender the price reductions applicable to each lot. Price reductions or
discounts, which can only be offered on unit rates exclusive of provisional sums and/or
contingencies, shall be submitted in accordance with ITT 14.4.

The Tender is open to all eligible Tenderers who, in order to receive any amendments or

A. General

The Employer indicated in Section I, Tender Data Sheet (herein after
referred to as “TDS”) issues this Tender Document for the procurement of
Goods and related services or Works or Plant and Installation Services, as
specified in Section VI, Requirements. The name, identification, and
number of lots are provided in the TDS.

Unless otherwise stated, throughout this Tender Document definitions and
interpretations shall be as prescribed in Section VII, General Conditions of
Contract.

The Borrower or Recipient (hereinafter called “Borrower”) indicated in the
TDS has applied for or received financing (hereinafter called “funds™) from
the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (hereinafter called
the “Bank™) toward the cost of the project named in the TDS. The Borrower
intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible payments under the
contract(s) for which this Tender Document is issued.

Payments by the Bank will be made only at the request of the Borrower and
upon approval by the Bank in accordance with the terms and conditions of
the financing agreement between the Borrower and the Bank (hereinafter
called the “Loan Agreement”), and will be subject in all respects to the
terms and conditions of that Loan Agreement. No party other than the
Borrower shall derive any rights from the Loan Agreement or have any
claim to the funds.

The Bank requires that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank loans),
as well as tenderers, suppliers, contractors, subcontractors, concessionaires
and consultants under Bank financed contracts, observe the highest
standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts.
In pursuance of this policy, the Bank:

(@)  defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below
as Prohibited Practices:

(i)  “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or
soliciting, directly or indirectly, of anything of value to
influence improperly the actions of another party;

(if)  “fraudulent practice” means any act or omission, including a
misrepresentation, that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or
attempts to mislead, a party to obtain a financial or other
benefit or to avoid an obligation;

(iii) “coercive practice” means impairing or  harming, or
threatening to impair or harm, directly or indirectly, any party
or the property of the party to influence improperly the actions
of a party; and

(iv) “collusive practice” means an arrangement between two or
more parties designed to achieve an improper purpose,
including influencing improperly the actions of another party;

(b)  will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the supplier,
contractor, concessionaire or consultant recommended for award has
engaged in prohibited practices in competing for the contract in

(c)  will cancel the portion of the Bank financing allocated to a contract
for goods, works, services or concessions if it at any time
determines that prohibited practices were engaged in by
representatives of the Borrower or of a beneficiary of the Bank
financing during the procurement or the execution of that contract,
without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action
satisfactory to the Bank to remedy the situation;

(d) may declare a firm ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated
period of time, to be awarded a Bank-financed contract if it at any
time determines that the firm has engaged in prohibited practices in
competing for, or in executing, a Bank-financed contract;

(e)  reserves the right, where a Borrower or a firm has been found by a
judicial process or by the enforcement mechanism of another
international organisation to have engaged in prohibited practices

(1 to cancel all or part of the Bank financing for such
Borrower; and

(i)  to declare that such a firm is ineligible, either indefinitely or
for a stated period of time, to be awarded a Bank-financed
contract; and

f) will have the right to require that, in contracts financed by the Bank,
a provision be included requiring suppliers, contractors,
concessionaires and consultants to permit the Bank to inspect their
accounts and records relating to the performance of the contract and
to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Bank.

3.2 Furthermore, tenderers shall be aware of the provisions stated in
Sections VII and 111, General and Particular Conditions of Contract
the case may be.

A tenderer may be a natural person, private entity, government-owned entity—
subject to Instructions to Tenderers hereinafter referred to as “ITT” 4.5—or any
combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture, consortium, or
association joint venture, consortium, or association (JVCA). In the case of a
JVCA:

(@  unless otherwise specified in the TDS, all partners shall be jointly and
severally liable; and

(b) the JVCA shall nominate a Representative who shall have the
authority to conduct all businesses for and on behalf of any and all the
partners of the JVCA during the Tender process and, in the event the
JVCA is awarded the Contract, during contract execution.

A tenderer, and all parties constituting the tenderer, shall have the
nationality of an eligible country, in accordance with Section V, Eligible
Countries. A tenderer shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if
the tenderer is a citizen or is constituted, incorporated, or registered and
operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country. This
criterion shall also apply to the determination of the nationality of proposed
subcontractors or suppliers for any part of the Contract including Related
Services.

A tenderer shall not have a conflict of interest. All tenderers found to have a
conflict of interest shall be disqualified. A tenderer may be considered to
have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this Tendering process,
if:

(@)  they have controlling partners in common; or

(b)  they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any
of them; or

(c)  they have the same legal representative for purposes of this Tender; or

(d) they have a relationship with each other, directly or through common
third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information
about or influence on the tender of another tenderer, or influence the
decisions of the Employer regarding this tendering process; or

(e) atenderer participates in more than one tender in this Tender process.
Participation by a tenderer in more than one Tender will result in the
disqualification of all Tenders in which it is involved. However, this
does not limit the inclusion of the same subcontractor, not otherwise
participating as a tenderer, in more than one tender; or

(f)  a tenderer, its affiliates or parent organisation has participated in the
feasibility or design stages of a project, that tenderer, its affiliates or
parent organisation shall not be eligible to participate in a tender for
contracts involving the supply of goods, works or services, including
architectural or engineering services, for the project, unless it can be
demonstrated that such participation would not constitute a conflict of
interest. Such determination must be made prior to the submission of a
tender or

(g) atenderer participated as a consultant in the preparation of Section VI,
Requirements that are the subject of the tender or

(h)  a tenderer or any of its affiliates has been hired, or is proposed to be
hired, by the Employer or the Borrower for the supervision of the
contract.

A tenderer shall be disqualified if the tenderer, an affiliate of the tenderer, a
party constituting the tenderer or an affiliate of a party constituting the
tenderer, is under a declaration of ineligibility by the Bank in accordance
with ITT 3, at the date of the deadline for Tender submission or thereafter,.

No affiliate of the Employer shall be eligible to tender or participate in a
tender in any capacity whatsoever unless it can be demonstrated that there is
not a significant degree of common ownership, influence or control amongst
the affiliate and the Employer or the Borrower.

Tenderers shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility
satisfactory to the Employer, as the Employer shall reasonably request.

Firms shall be excluded if:

(@) as a matter of law or official regulation, the Borrower’s country
prohibits commercial relations with that country, provided that the
Bank is satisfied that such exclusion does not preclude effective
competition; or

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations
Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the
United Nations, the Borrower’s country prohibits any import of
Goods from that country or any payments to persons or entities in
that country.

In case a prequalification process has been conducted prior to the Tendering
process, this Tender is open only to pre-qualified tenderers.

Bank, shall have as their country of origin an eligible country of the Bank as
listed in Section V, Eligible Countries.

For purposes of this paragraph, the term goods includes commaodities, raw
material, machinery, equipment, and industrial plants; and related services
includes services such as insurance, transportation, installation,
commissioning, training, and initial maintenance.

The term “country of origin” means the country where the Goods have been
mined, grown, cultivated, produced, manufactured, or processed; or through
manufacture, processing, or assembly, another commercially recognized
article results that differs substantially in its basic characteristics from its
imported components.

The nationality of the firm that produces, assembles, distributes, or sells the
Goods shall not determine their origin.

The tenderer is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and
specifications in the Tender Document. Failure to furnish all information or
documentation required by the Tender Document may result in the rejection
of the Tender.

The
Employer’s response shall be in writing with copies to all tenderers who
have acquired the Tender Document in accordance with ITT 6.3, including a
description of the inquiry but without identifying its source. Should the
Employer deem it necessary to amend the Tender Document as a result of a
request for clarification, it shall do so following the procedure under ITT 8
and ITT 22.2.

Where applicable, the tenderer is advised to visit and examine the project
site and obtain for itself on its own responsibility all information that may be
necessary for preparing the Tender and entering into a contract for the
provision of the Requirements. The costs of visiting the site shall be at the
tenderer’s own expense.

Pursuant to ITT 7.2, where the tenderer and any of its personnel or agents
have been granted permission by the Employer to enter upon its premises
and lands for the purpose of such visit, the tenderer, its personnel, and
agents will release and indemnify the Employer and its personnel and agents
from and against all liability in respect thereof, and will be responsible for
death or personal injury, loss of or damage to property, and any other loss,
damage, costs, and expenses incurred as a result of the visit.

The tenderer’s designated representative is invited to attend a pre-Tender
meeting, if provided for in the TDS. The purpose of the meeting will be to
clarify issues and to answer questions on any matter that may be raised at
that stage. If so provided for in the TDS, the Employer will organise a site
visit.

The tenderer is requested, as far as possible, to submit any questions in
writing, to reach the Employer not later than one week before the meeting.

Minutes of the pre-Tender meeting, including the text of the questions raised
without identifying the source, and the responses given, together with any
responses prepared after the meeting, will be transmitted promptly to all
tenderers who have acquired the Tender Document in accordance with ITT
6.3. Any modification to the Tender Document that may become necessary
as a result of the pre-Tender meeting shall be made by the Employer
exclusively through the issue of an Addendum pursuant to ITT 8 and not
through the minutes of the pre-Tender meeting.

Non-attendance at the pre-Tender meeting will not be a cause for
disqualification of a tenderer.

At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Tenders, the Employer
may amend the Tender Document by issuing addenda.

Any addendum issued shall be part of the Tender Document and shall be
communicated in writing to all who have obtained the Tender Document
from the Employer in accordance with ITT 6.3.

To give prospective tenderers reasonable time in which to take an addendum
into account in preparing their Tenders, the Employer may, at its discretion,
extend the deadline for the submission of Tenders, pursuantto ITT 22.2

C. Preparation of Tenders

The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
submission of its Tender, and the Employer shall not be responsible or liable
for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the Tendering

The Tender, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the
Tender exchanged by the tenderer and the Employer, shall be written in the
language specified in the TDS. Supporting documents and printed literature
that are part of the Tender may be in another language provided they are
accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages in that
language, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Tender, such
translation shall govern.

The Tender shall comprise the following:
(@ letter of Tender;
(b)  completed Schedules as provided in Section IV, Tender Forms;
(c)  tender Security, in accordance with ITT 19;

(d) at the tenderer’s option, alternative proposals, if permissible, in
accordance with ITT 13;

(e)  written confirmation authorizing the signatory of the Tender to
commit the tenderer, in accordance with ITT 20.2;

(f)  documentary evidence establishing the eligibility of the Goods and
Services offered by the tenderer, in accordance with ITT 17.1;

(g) documentary evidence establishing the tenderer’s qualifications in
accordance with the requirements of Section Ill, Evaluation and
Qualification Criteria, using the relevant forms furnished in Section
IV, Tender Forms;

(h)  documentary evidence as specified in the TDS, establishing the
conformity of the Technical Proposal offered by the tenderer with
the Tender Document, using the relevant forms furnished in Section
IV, Tender Forms;

(i) in the case of a Tender submitted by a JVCA, JVCA agreement
indicating at least the parts of the Requirements to be executed by the
respective partners and

The tenderer shall submit the Letter of Tender using the form furnished in
Section 1V, Tender Forms. This form must be completed without any
alterations to its format, and no substitutes shall be accepted. All blank
spaces shall be filled in with the information requested.

Unless otherwise indicated in the TDS, alternative proposals shall not be
considered. If alternative proposals are permitted, their method of evaluation
shall be as stipulated in Section I11, Evaluation and Qualification Criteria.

When alternative times for completion are explicitly invited, a statement to
that effect will be included in the TDS, as will the method of evaluating
different times for completion.

Except as provided under ITT 13.4 below, tenderers wishing to offer
technical alternatives to the requirements of the Tender Document must first
price the Employer’s requirements as described in the Tender Document and
shall further provide all information necessary for a complete evaluation of
the alternative by the Employer, including drawings, design calculations,
technical specifications, breakdown of prices, and proposed construction
methodology and other relevant details. Only the technical alternatives, if
any, of the lowest evaluated tenderer conforming to the basic technical
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requirements shall be considered by the Employer.

When specified in the TDS, tenderers are permitted to submit alternative
technical solutions for specified parts of the requirements, and such parts
shall be identified in the TDS, as will the method for their evaluation, and
described in Section VI, Requirements.

The prices and discounts quoted by the tenderer in the Letter of Tender and
in the Price Schedules shall conform to the requirements specified in ITT
14.2.

Unless otherwise provided in the TDS and the Contract, the prices quoted by
the tenderer shall be fixed.

The price to be quoted in the Letter of Tender, in accordance with ITT 12.1,
shall be the total price of the Tender, excluding any discounts offered.

The tenderer shall quote any unconditional discounts and the methodology
for their application in the Letter of Tender, in accordance with ITT 14.1.

Unless otherwise provided in the TDS and the Contract, the rates and prices
quoted by the tenderer are subject to adjustment during the performance of
the Contract in accordance with the provisions of the Conditions of
Contract. In such a case, the tenderer shall furnish the indices and
weightings for the price adjustment formulae in the Schedule of Adjustment
Data and the Employer may require the tenderer to justify its proposed
indices and weightings.

If so indicated in ITT 1.1, Tenders are being invited for individual lots
(contracts) or for any combination of lots (packages). Tenderers wishing to
offer any price reduction for the award of more than one contract shall
specify in their Tender the price reductions applicable to each package, or
alternatively, to individual Contracts within the package. Price reductions or
discounts shall be submitted in accordance with ITT 14.4, provided the
Tenders for all lots (contracts) are submitted and opened at the same time.

All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor under the
Contract, or for any other cause, as of the date 28 days prior to the deadline
for submission of Tenders, shall be included in the rates and prices and the
total Tender Price submitted by the tenderer.

The currency(ies) of the Tender and the currency(ies) for payment shall be
as specified in the TDS.

To establish its qualifications to perform the Contract in accordance with
Section 11, Evaluation and Qualification Criteria, the tenderer shall provide
the information requested in Section IV, Tender Forms.

If so required in the TDS, a tenderer shall submit the Manufacturer’s
Authorisation, using the form included in Section IV, Tender Forms where
the tenderer does not manufacture or produce the Goods it offers to supply.

If so required in the TDS, a tenderer shall submit evidence that it will be
represented by an Agent in the country, equipped and able to carry out the
Supplier’s maintenance, repair and spare parts-stocking obligations
prescribed in the Conditions of Contract and Requirements, where a tenderer
does not conduct business within the Employer’s Country.

To establish the eligibility of the Goods and Services in accordance with
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ITT 5, tenderers shall complete the forms, included in Section 1V, Tender
Forms.

Tenders shall remain valid for the period specified in the TDS after the
Tender submission deadline date prescribed by the Employer. A Tender
valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as non
responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the Tender validity
period, the Employer may request tenderers to extend the period of validity
of their Tenders. The request and the responses shall be made in writing. If a
tender security is requested in accordance with ITT 19, the tenderer granting
the request shall also extend the tender security for twenty-eight (28) days
beyond the deadline of the extended validity period. A tenderer may refuse
the request without forfeiting its tender security. A tenderer granting the
request shall not be required or permitted to modify its Tender, except as
provided in ITT 18.3.

In the case of fixed price contracts, if the award is delayed by a period
exceeding fifty-six (56) days beyond the expiry of the initial Tender validity,
the Contract price shall be adjusted as specified in the request for extension.
Tender evaluation shall be based on the Tender Price without taking into
consideration the above adjustment.

The tenderer shall furnish as part of its Tender, the original of a tender
security using the form included in Section 1V, Tender Forms. The tender
security amount and currency shall be as specified in the TDS.

If a tender security is specified pursuant to ITT 19.1, the tender security
shall be a demand guarantee in any of the following forms at the tenderer’s
option:

(a) anunconditional guarantee issued by a bank;
(b) anirrevocable letter of credit; or
(c) acashier’s or certified check

from a reputable source. In the case of a bank guarantee, the tender security
shall be submitted either using the tender security form included in Section
IV, Tender Forms or in another substantially similar format approved by the
Employer prior to Tender submission. In either case, the form must include
the complete name of the tenderer. The tender security shall be valid for
twenty-eight days (28) beyond the original validity period of the Tender, or
beyond any period of extension if requested under ITT 18.2.

If a tender security is specified pursuant to ITT 19.1, any Tender not
accompanied by a substantially responsive tender security shall be rejected
by the Employer as non responsive.

If a tender security is specified pursuant to ITT 19.1, the tender security of
unsuccessful tenderers shall be returned as promptly as possible upon the
successful tenderer’s furnishing of the performance security pursuant to ITT
3.

The tender security of the successful tenderer shall be returned as promptly
as possible once the successful tenderer has signed the Contract and
furnished the required performance security.
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The tender security may be forfeited:

(@) if a tenderer withdraws its Tender during the period of Tender
validity specified by the tenderer in the Letter of Tender or

(b) if the successful tenderer fails to:
(i)  sign the Contract in accordance with ITT 36; or

(it)  furnish a performance security in accordance with ITT 37.

The tender security of a JVCA shall be in the name of the JVCA that
submits the Tender.

The Employer shall not consider any Tender that arrives after the deadline
for submission of Tenders, in accordance with ITT 22.

Any attempt by a tenderer to influence improperly the Employer in the
evaluation of the Tenders or Contract award decisions may result in the
rejection of its Tender.

To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of the Tenders and
qualification of the tenderers, the Employer may, at its discretion, ask any
tenderer for a clarification of its Tender, allowing a reasonable time for
response. Any clarification submitted by a tenderer that is not in response to
a request by the Employer shall not be considered. The Employer’s request
for clarification and the response shall be in writing. No change in the prices
or substance of the Tender shall be sought, offered, or permitted, except to
confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Employer in
the evaluation of the Tenders, in accordance with ITT 29.

If a tenderer does not provide clarifications of its Tender by the date and
time set in the Employer’s request for clarification, its Tender may be
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rejected.

Rehabilitation of R14 Road from km 26+600 to km 38+300, km 43+000 to km 61+000
and km 64+370-km 66+657.

Republican Road R14: Balti to Sarateni connects the city of Balti with the M2 Chisinau —
Soroca road via Singerei. It forms part of two primary routes between Chisinau and Balti, the
two largest cities in Moldova, and also provided significant regional and local connections.

The works is divided into two lots which are to be performed concurrently and comprise:

Lot 1 starting at km 26+600, at the western access road to Singerei, and continueing as the
Singerei Bypass to km 38+300, at the eastern access to Singerei and the R18 to Floresti.

The principal element of the Works comprises the overlaying of the existing asphalt
pavement and providing a third lane of carriageway along the whole length. Prior to laying
overlay material the existing pavement will require to be brought to an acceptable surface
and basic profile by a combination of milling and regulating. In addition to these levelling
operations the existing surface cracking must be rectified to prevent reflective cracking
through the new overlays. Crack rectification will be effected by hot air lancing to a
minimum depth of 80mm and crack filling with approved bituminous mastic material for all
cracks with an initial width in excess of 4 mm. For cracks and cracked areas where the crack
width is less than 4 mm the surface will be sealed prior to overlay with a suitable stress
absorbing membrane interface (SAMI) comprising an approved Geotextile material fixed to
the underlying road surface, and impregnated with, a bituminous binder. Side drainage needs
to be deepened and reshaped and in some areas concrete protection is to be provided. All
freshly exposed cut and fill slopes will require prompt stabilization with vegetation to ensure
that erosion damage to the relatively fragile local soils is minimized.

Structural works comprise remedial works to a total of 4 bridges. Bridgeworks include
replacement of bridge decks, new collar beams and additional piles for piers and abutments,
embankment protection, waterproofing and expansion joints to bridge decks, new pavement
and guardrails.

Remedial works to combat landslides comprise the construction of a slide retaining structure
composed of a grid of bored piles linked at the top by a heavy reinforced concrete slab and
includes: boring the holes, installing the reinforcement cage, casting the piles and connecting
concrete works. Since it is likely that the Singerei bypass will be closed due the construction
of the landslides remedial measures, the traffic from R14 will be directed through Singerei
city. In order to ensure this traffic flow, the existing central street of Singerei will be covered
with two layers of asphalt.

The total length is 11.7 km and the proposed works includes:

e Estimated earthworks include re-grading of shoulders, excavation to 163,360 cu.m
embankment construction to 19,713 cu.m, demolitions, top-soiling and tree planting
and disposal of waste materials

e Estimated pavement works include patching and repairs, pavement demolitions and
replacement, sub-bases, asphalt base courses to 159,708 sg.m and asphaltic concrete
wearing course to 155,459 sg.m.
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e Drainage improvement, culvert re-construction, bridge repairs in 4 locations and
surfacing to 1650 sg.m, road marking and signing is also required.

e The works will be performed under traffic with a strong emphasis upon maintaining
safe conditions for both the flow of traffic and the works in progress.

¢ In accordance with the environmental policies of both the Employer and the donor an
Environmental Management Plan (EMP), including all activities mentioned in the
ESAP that forms part of the Loan Agreement, has been drawn up which the
Contractor is required to implement throughout the construction process.

Lot 2 starting after Copaceni village at km 43+000 and extending to the M2 Chisinau -
Soroca road junction at km 66+657, but excludes the short section from km 61+000 to km
64+370 which was included in the previous contract RSPSP/W2/01.

The principal element of the Works comprises the overlaying of the existing asphalt
pavement and providing a third lane of carriageway along the whole length. Prior to laying
overlay material the existing pavement will require to be brought to an acceptable surface
and basic profile by a combination of milling and regulating. In addition to these levelling
operations the existing surface cracking must be rectified to prevent reflective cracking
through the new overlays. Crack rectification will be effected by hot air lancing to a
minimum depth of 80mm and crack filling with approved bituminous mastic material for all
cracks with an initial width in excess of 4 mm. For cracks and cracked areas where the crack
width is less than 4 mm the surface will be sealed prior to overlay with a suitable stress
absorbing membrane interface (SAMI) comprising an approved Geotextile material fixed to
the underlying road surface, and impregnated with, a bituminous binder. Side drainage needs
to be deepened and reshaped and in some areas concrete protection is to be provided. All
freshly exposed cut and fill slopes will require prompt stabilization with vegetation to ensure
that erosion damage to the relatively fragile local soils is minimized.

Structural works comprise remedial works to a total of 7 bridges. Bridgeworks include
replacement of bridge decks, new collar beams and additional piles, embankment protection,
waterproofing and expansion joints to bridge decks, new pavement and guardrails.

The total project length is approximately 20.3 km and the proposed works include:

e Estimated earthworks include re-grading of shoulders, excavation to 167,915 cu.m
embankment construction to 114, 895 cu.m, demolitions, top-soiling and tree planting
and disposal of waste materials

e Estimated pavement works include patching and repairs, pavement demolitions and
replacement, sub-bases, asphalt base courses to 124,670 sg.m and asphaltic concrete
wearing course to 293,605 sq.m.

e Drainage improvement, culvert re-construction, bridge repairs in 7 locations and
resurfacing to 3530 sg.m, road marking and signing is also required.

e The works will be performed under traffic with a strong emphasis upon maintaining
safe conditions for both the flow of traffic and the works in progress.

e In accordance with the environmental policies of both the Employer and the donor an
Environmental Management Plan (EMP), including all activities mentioned in the
ESAP that forms part of the Loan Agreement, has been drawn up which the
Contractor is required to implement throughout the construction process.
